AVAILABILITY OF MASTER OF SCIENCE IN INTEGRATED SOIL FERTILITY MANAGEMENT SCHOLARSHIPS

With the support from the Alliance for a Green Revolution in Africa (AGRA), the Department of Soil Science has developed a Masters’ Degree programme in Integrated Soil Fertility Management (ISFM) tenable at the University of Zambia. The programme seeks to contribute to improving agricultural productivity, food security and natural resources management in Zambia through capacity building at post-graduate training in integrated soil fertility management. The programme is also intended to avail excellent opportunities to broaden students’ perspectives of the environment, fertilizer industry research and further training to PhD level.

Through this support from AGRA, UNZA has also received a grant to support a limited number of fellowships on competitive basis. 
Eligibility

1. The programme is available to Zambian Nationals already working with National Agriculture Research Institutions, Universities, Ministry of Agriculture and other related institutions;
2. Candidates must have proof of being reabsorbed back to their parent institutions upon successful completion of the programme.

3. The age limit is 40 years and below.

Requirements for Admission

1. Candidates must possess a Bachelor’s degree in Agricultural Sciences with credit or better from the University of Zambia or another recognized University; or

2. Have qualifications deemed equivalent to the Bachelors’ degree in Agricultural Sciences with credit or better;

3. Have had four (4) years of relevant experience after receiving the Bachelors’ degree in Agricultural Sciences; or otherwise; and
4. Satisfy the University Senate of their ability to pursue postgraduate studies in this field.

Scholarships:

The AGRA scholarship will cover tuition, stipend, book allowance and research costs.
Mode of Application

Application forms can be obtained from the Directorate of Research and Graduate Studies (DRGS) UNZA or downloaded from http://www.unza.zm.  The application includes, a brief Curriculum Vitae of NOT more than 2 pages and the names, e-mail addresses and telephone numbers of 3 referees, a letter of motivation of one page and a nomination letter from the current employer.  Female candidates are highly encouraged to apply and will be given priority for scholarship awards. The application fee is K120,000 payable to DRGS.  Closing date for applications is 13th May 2011.
